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A c hemical leak at a southwestern Victorian port is no 

longer a threat to residents but won't be resolved before 

the 22nd , the port's management says.  

The Portland port was shut down and nearby residents 

were told to stay indoors after hundreds of tonnes of t ar -

like liquid pitch, used by the nearby Alcoa smelter to 

process aluminium, spilled from a storage tank. Residents 

can now safely go outside and some companies have 

resumed delivering cargo to the port, its part -owner 

Australian Infrastructure Fund (AIX).   

"Air quality monitoring is being undertaken in the area ... 

and no emissions have been detected," AIX said in a 

statement.   

The tank, which holds around 3000 tonnes of liquid, is 

leaking at a rate of five tonnes per hour, the company said.   

The Country F ire Authority (CFA) has contained the leaking 

liquid with two concrete enclosures and is cooling the 

leaking liquid with a water spray.   

The remaining liquid is to be pumped from the damaged 

tank into the ship that supplies it, but that ship isn't due 

back  at the port until late on the 22nd , AIX said.   

While the arrival of mineral sands and woodchips to the 

port has resumed, grain deliveries will remain halted until 

the leak is resolved as the grain unloading equipment is 

right next to the affected tank.   

The CFA has said the leak happened when an outlet pipe 

attached to the tank ruptured but AIX said the official 

cause remains unknown and the company will launch a 

detailed investigation as soon as it can fully access the 

stricken tank.  Alcoa on Sunday said the tank was operated 

by Koppers Australia.  
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Alcoa was one of their customers but did not own the tank 

and was not responsible for the incident, a spokeswoman 

said.  Victoria's Environment Protection Authority (EPA) is 

advising the CFA as it contains the s ituation, a spokesman 

said.

A milk factory fire east of Melbourne has caused about $3 

million damage.  The overnight blaze is believed to have 

been caused by a dust explosion inside a milk drying 

chamber at the Longwarry Food Park in Longwarry, 

Gippsland, about an hour east of Melbourne.  

Firefighter s were called to the factory, which produces 

wet and dried milk products, just after 1am (AEDT) on 

Tuesday.  They managed to contain the blaze to one room.   

"The fire is the result of a large dust explosion within the 

milk drying chamber that has extended i nto the collection 

and transfer ducting and surrounding equipment," CFA 

operations officer Ian Pattie told reporters.  "The quick 

action of firefighters prevented the spread of the fire in to 

the packaging and storage area adjacent to the drying 

plant."   

Wh ile an estimated $3 million damage was caused to the 

milk drying chamber and surrounding equipment, little 

structural damage was done to the building.   

The factory is expected to be able to continue its wet milk 

operations, but the dried milk operations co uld be shut 

down for weeks.   

Pattie says dust explosions could be triggered inside milk 

drying chambers by a combination of extreme heat, wet 

milk building up and volumes of dried milk powder moving 

through.

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THE coal seam gas company Santos has admitted more 

than a dozen instances of pollution occurred at drilling 

sites in the Pilliga woodland in north -west NSW, many of 

them not reported to the government in an apparent 

breach of environmental monitoring rules.  

A damning report released by the company found that the 

site's previous operator, Eastern Star Gas, had made serial 

breaches of environmental rules in contradiction of many 

of its public statements about environmen tal protection.  

It identified 16 spills or leaks of contaminated water in 

addition to the four it had already acknowledged, and 

recorded work practices riddled with errors and casual 

mistakes.  

''The public shouldn't accept what has happened here, and 

neith er do we,'' Santos's vice -president for eastern 

Australia, James Baulderstone, said.  

''We wanted to get out on the front foot and tell people 

everything we know about Eastern Star's practices é 

there has been a system of failing to report, of not meeting 

reporting requirements.''  

Many problems stemmed from a treatment plant at the site 

that processed contaminated water from within coal seam 
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gas wells, which ''suffered from multiple leaks and 

incidents''.  

But the extent of the environmental damage suffered i n the 

area around this plant is unknown because records were 

lost or kept in a diversity of databases.  

The NSW government is still investigating the extent of the 

environmental damage, which was brought to light by 

environment campaigners who commissioned tests on 

water in the nearby Bohena Creek.  

The government is continuing to gather samples from the 

site. "The EPA investigation into water pollution of Bohena 

Creek is advancing with further field inspections and 

sampling undertaken this week," a spokeswom an for the 

Office of Environment and Heritage said.

Before starting this morning, chairman Justice Graham 

Panckhurst told media that a panel of five experts, most 

from overseas, had worked out the explosion's most likely 

cause.  

They believed  the mine's roof collapsed in the hydro -

mining goaf, the void left behind after coal was extracted, 

pushing a large amount of methane into the mine.  

Panckhurst said the experts believed the explosion was 

methane -based, possibly with a small contribution f rom 

coal dust.  

That methane had to mix with air to reach an explosive 

range of 5 to 15 per cent, but needed an ignition source, 
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which was most likely arcing from the mine's electrical 

system, he said.  

The mine exploded soon after surface controller Danie l 

Duggan switched on the water pumps, which had been off 

for maintenance. He was in no way responsible for the 

explosion.  

The mine had a ''variable speed drive'' that provided power 

to the high -pressure water pumps and moderated power 

supply, but arcing c ould occur if there were distortions in 

the electricity current.  

Hydro -mining began at the mine about six weeks earlier, 

Panckhurst said.  

Commission lawyer James Wilding today told the hearing 

the cause of the explosion would be a major focus of 

hearings  for the rest of this week and next week.  

He said it was possible the explosion's cause would never 

be known because no -one had been into the mine since the 

first blast on November 19, 2010.  

Brett Murray, who headed the Labour Department's 

investigation into the tragedy, was first to take the 

witness stand this morning. He said the investigation 

involved three main areas: assessing the adequacy of Pike 

River Coal's systems, the explosion's root causes and how 

to prevent such a tragedy in the future.  

It w as the department's largest investigation, with 13 full -

time investigators working on the case for the first nine 

months after the blast.

Solid Energy has been forced to stop underground mining 

at Sprin g Creek coal mine by the New Zealand Department 

of Labour.  The Department issued a prohibition notice on 

the mine yesterday for failing to report a number of safety 

incidents.  

According to the acting chief inspector of mines, Gavin 

Taylor, over the past th ree weeks a diesel generator 

caught fire and spewed high concentrations of carbon 

monoxide throughout the underground mine; one of the 

main fans tripped with no alert to management for more 

than an hour; and a underground auxiliary fan tripped over 

two con secutive days but did not stop operations.  

"Members of my team met Solid Energy and they 

determined the events represented failures in management 

processes," Taylor stated.  "The inspectors were very 
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concerned that the issues had not been fully investigated , 

yet production had continued .óThe inspectors issued the 

prohibition notice which stopped the mineõs 

operationséwhich will only be lifted once Solid Energy has 

provided an explanation of the events, a thorough 

investigation has been carried out and engine ering 

controls and management systems have been changed to 

prevent a recurrence of these issues,ó he added. 

Solid Energy's COO Barry Brag admitted there were a 

number of breakdowns in Spring Creek's safety systems, 

but added that "in each case there were m ultiple safety 

controls in place which proved effective.  

"The company views these incidents very seriously, they 

should not have happened.  

Earlier this morning, Bragg told the New Zealand Herald  

"our first control failed but we had other controls in place 

to ensure our staff were safe and we're comfortable about 

that, but we're running investigations about why the first 

control failed.''  He went on to refute the Dep artment's 

claims that a generator caught fire.  

"It wasn't a fire underground, it was surface compressor 

that overheated and led to a lot of smoke and some of that 

smoke got into our air compression system and that's what 

the mine inspector was referring to . We have multiple 

controls in place to manage that event and we believe we 

managed it correctly.''  

Regarding the investigation, Taylor stated that The 

company was open and responsive to the concerns that 

led us to issue the prohibition notice."Weõve told Solid 

Energy that providing this information meets our 

requirements, we will lift the prohibition notice.  

"The Department does not expect to be able to make a 

decision on lifting the prohibition notice until sometime 

tomorrow as it will take at least the r est of today for Solid 

Energy to develop appropriate information for us to 

consider," he added.  

Solid Energy has previously come under fire after 

alleg ations it had switched off gas sensors  at its Huntley 

East coal mine.  A miner at the mine told local media 

workers had previously put rags over methane sensors ð 

which automatically switch off mine equipment ð when gas 

levels reached 1.25 per cent.  The wo rker said high gas 

levels had been constantly alerting sensors and switching 

off equipment, frustrating some employers.  

òThey have to stop what they're doing, walk to their

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station, reset the equipment, then walk back and continue 

what they're doing,ó he said.

But Solid Energy said it was confident the mine had been 

operating safely and it could not find any evidence to 

support  the leaked allegations.  

Around 230 personnel work at the mine, with only about 40 

miners working underground.

CHEMICAL giant Orica's handling of a chemical leak from 

its Newcastle plant has been described as "grossly 

inadequate" in a scathing report by a NSW upper house 

inquiry. The report into the August 8 hexavalent chromium 

leak at the Kooragang Isl and plant, which sent a chemical 

plume over the nearby suburb of Stockton, lays most of the 

blame for the debacle at Orica's feet. In its findings, the 

committee said the company's approach to addressing the 

potential of a leak was "grossly inadequate", an d its failure 

to inspect Stockton until midday the day after the leak was 

an "inadequate response".  

Orica's delay in notifying the Office of Environment and 

Heritage (OEH) was also "unacceptable", while its 

emergency response plan was "not sufficiently cle ar or 

comprehensive".  

The company's failure to notify NSW Health until more than 

41 hours after the chemical leak "demonstrated a lack of 

urgency in addressing the potential for public health risks 

to communities in Stockton".  

"The process by which Orica n otified some households in 

the Stockton area was inadequate, because of the original 

failure to anticipate the potential impact of the leak 

beyond the site," the report said.  

The report also criticised the OEH for its "unacceptable" 

delay in notifying the  minister of the leak. Ms Parker was 

not notified until two days after the accident.  

WorkCover should have visited the plant earlier than 50 

hours after the leak, the report said.  

However, it cleared NSW Health of any wrongdoing, 

praising its appropriate a nd "timely" response to the 

incident.  

The report makes seven recommendations, including that 

the Premier provide "clear and unambiguous" guidelines to 

all ministers specifying the timing of public health or

John Hayes said the incident was anything but minor.  

It was also a test of new post -Orica reporting regulations 

that mean companies with EPA licences are supposed to 

tell authorities ôôimmediatelyõõ after an incident. 

Ms Cassidy said the EPA had sent people to Koppers at 

Woodstock Street, Mayfield, but that members of the 

public, and not Koppers, had alerted the authority.  

She said Koppers had told the EPA the leak of napthalene 

had happened after a pipe was blocked during  a cleaning 

procedure.  But Mr . Craig, who rang Koppers after smelling 

the napthalene fumes from his Stockton property, said ôôIt 

would take a while for the fumes to get from Mayfield to 

Stockton and if itõs so strong where we are that you could 

hardly go o utside, I donõt know how they consider it to be 

minor,õõ Mr.  Craig said.  He said napthalene was a 

carcinogen and the emission was another sign of Hunter 

industry having trouble operating to acceptable standards.  

The Koppers plant makes pitch and other carb on -based 

products using raw materials brought to Newcastle by ship 

from Whyalla and Port Kembla steelworks.  It had been fed 

from BHP Newcastle until the steel -making plant shut in 

1999.

Wh at are nanomaterials?  

Nanotechnology involves the creation and/or manipulation 

of materials at the nanometre (nm) scale. One nanometre 

is 10 -9 m or one millionth of a millimetre. By comparison, a 

human hair is approximately 70,000 nm in diameter, a red 

blo od cell is approximately 5,000 nm wide and simple 

organic molecules have sizes ranging from 0.5 to 5 nm.  

Nanoparticles exist in nature, for example, milk contains 

nanoscale droplets of fat and every cell in your body relies 

on nanosized protein complexes t o function.  

Nanoparticles are also manufactured or produced as a by -

product of many long standing processes, such as fires, 

diesel engines and high energy manufacturing processing 

such as welding or grinding.  

The production / manufacture of engineered nan omaterials 

is a rapidly developing area, with a wide range of 

applications in many different industries. For example, a 

biologist may use a nanomaterial in their work producing 

life changing medicines, a builder may incorporate a self 

cleaning window, coat ed with a nanomaterial, into a new 

house, or members of the public may use cosmetic 

products which incorporate nanomaterials.  

 

Benefits of nanotechnologies  

Nanotechnologies offer potentially huge benefits to 

society, industry, the environment and health.

On 6 January 2012, the Panama registered general cargo 

ship Tycoon  was moored in Flying Fish Cove, Christmas 

Island. The ship rema ined at the moorings over the 

following days while cargo operations were carried out.  

In the early hours of 8 January, the wind speed and sea 

state increased and the moorings failed to keep Tycoon  in 

position. At about 0620, the ship made contact with the 

adjacent rock -face and shore crane pylon. Despite several 

attempts to move Tycoon  away, it continued to pound 

against the rock -face and pylon and the engine room began 

flooding through a tear in the hull.  

At about 0930, the decision was made to abandon shi p. At 

1030, the crew climbed down the ship's accommodation 

ladder one at a time and jumped into the sea. From there, 

they were recovered by the crews of three Royal 

Australian Navy rigid hull inflatable boats which were 

standing by to assist.  

At about 1100  on 9 January, the ship suffered a

Former Upper Big Branch mine superintendent Gary May 

has been named in a federal document that sig nals a 

defendant is cooperating with prosecutors. He is the 

second Massey Energy employee to face prosecution in 

the case, which was brought after 29 miners died in the 

April 2010 explosion at the mine.  

U.S. Attorney Booth Goodwin said on February 22 that the 

charge was a significant step in the investigation of events 

at the Upper Big Branch mine and that the investigation 

was continuing.  Further charges even higher up the 

corporate responsibility chain are thought to be a distinct 

possibility.  

He has alle ged that Gary May plotted òwith others known 

and unknownó to put coal production ahead of workers 

protection and then cover up serious safety violations on 

numerous occasions during the two years prior to the 

explosion.  May is accused of taking part in a s cheme to 

provide advance warning of government inspections and 

then conceal violations before federal agents could 

descend into working sections of the mine.  

He is also alleged to have surreptitiously redirected 

additional fresh air to a particular area to  conceal actual 

working conditions during a visit by Mine Safety and 

Health Administration inspectors who were sampling 

levels of coal dust.   

Other items on the charge sheet include ordering the 

falsification of mine examination records by omitting a 

hazar dous condition required to be reported and then 

repaired, and ordering the disabling of a methane monitor 



  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

   

on a continuous mining machine at Upper Big Branch less 

than two months before the blast.  

 

Reports about the explosion have already been released by 

MSHA, the United Mine Workers of America and an 

independent panel appointed by the former governor. The 

fourth and final report, by the state Office of Miners' Health 

Safety and Training, is being released later this week.  

The first three concluded that Vir ginia -based Massey 

Energy ñ which has since been bought by Alpha Natural 

Resources ñ allowed methane and coal dust to 

accumulate, and failed to properly maintain and repair the 

cutting equipment that eventually created the spark that 

fuel needed to explode . Clogged and broken water 

sprayers then allowed what could have been a minor flare -

up to become a huge blast that devastated seven miles of 

underground corridors.  

All three reports said the explosion could have been 

prevented or contained if the mine had been sufficiently 

dusted with pulverized limestone to render the coal dust 

inert. Attorney Goodwin announced a $210 million 

agreement with Alpha Natural Resources in December 

2011, in connection with the criminal investigation of the 

fatal explosion at the  Upper Big Branch mine. It is the 

biggest settlement ever reached in a U.S. mining disaster.  

Last week, Goodwin urged a federal judge to make an 

example of the only other person charged so far, former 

security chief Hughie Elbert Stover. Goodwin is demandi ng 

the maximum possible sentence of 25 years in prison for 

actions he says contributed to the disaster. Stover is to be 

sentenced on February 29 for lying to federal investigators 

and attempting to destroy documents .

A visitor is also being treated for head injuries.  There was 

no fire associated with the explosion and no horses 

stabled in other areas of the building housing the chamber 

were injured.

Tata Steel UK Ltd pleaded guilty in late January 2012 to 

breaching the Dangerous Substances and Exp losives 

Atmospheres Regulations (DSEAR) 2002 Act at Scunthorpe 

Magistrates Court, and was ordered to pay £31,000 in fines 

and costs.  This follows a gas pipe fire at the steelworks, 

and was the second safety conviction in a number of 

weeks for the company.  

The gas pipe burst into flames during repair works, leaving 

two workers lucky to escape with their lives. The incident 

took place on February 26, 2009.  

John Moran, prosecuting for the Health and Safety 

Executive, said Tata fell short of the standards requi red by 

regulations under the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974.  

The court heard an employee responsible for risk 

assessment, who was new to the role, deemed the area 

suitable, but alerted managers to the hole.   

Two maintenance engineers attempted to repai r it from a 

cherry picker, but had a narrow escape when a flame up to 

three metres long shot out of the hole in the pipe.  

Tata pleaded guilty to two charges of breaching regulation 

5(1) and one charge of breaching regulation 6 of the 

Dangerous Substances a nd Explosives Atmosphere 

Regulations 2002.  Dominic Adamson, defending for Tata, 

said the company accepted it was guilty and apologised on 

behalf of it to the court.  He said it was clear that the 

defendant fell significantly short of the standards set out 

by the regulations and that in future, a site fuel specialist 

at Tata would carry out a risk assessment on all leaks .

A police spokesman said: "Dyfed Powys Police can confirm 

that on Tuesday February 7th 20 12 they interviewed a 

second employee of Valero Energy Limited under caution 

at Haverfordwest Police Station in connection with the 

explosion at the Refinery in Pembroke, which occurred on 

the 2nd of June 2011 killing four workers and seriously 

injuring on e an other .óThis person was interviewed in 

relation to potential offences of Manslaughter by Gross 

Negligence. This is the second person interviewed under 

caution during this enquiry, the first employee of Valero 

Energy Limited, also interviewed in relation  to potential 

offences of Manslaughter by Gross Negligence on the 24th 

of January 2012.ó The spokesman added: "This 

development is very much part of the continuing joint 

police and HSE investigation which is of an extremely 

complex nature, and no conclusio ns should be drawn from 

it at this stage."   

Responding to the development, a Valero spokesman said: 

"As this refers to an ongoing investigation by the Health & 

Safety Executive and Dyfed -Powys Police, Valero Energy 

Ltd can offer no further comment on the e xplosion at 

Pembroke Refinery on 2 June 2011, when it was owned 

and operated by Chevron Limited.  

"Both Valero and Chevron continue to provide their full co -

operation to the police and HSE in their investigation."

Following the incident at the Chevron Pembroke Refinery 

on 2nd June HSE, on  behalf of the COMAH Competent 

Authority, would like to remind site operators of the 

dangers associated with this type of operation and of the 

guidance available to ensure the work is undertaken 

safety.  

Tank cleaning operations were in progress within the  

amine recovery unit at the refinery site when there was an 

explosion and subsequent fire. The incident led to the 

death of four people and serious injuries were sustained by 

another person. The  joint police and COMAH Competent 

Authority investigation team  is working to establish the 

cause of the incident.  

The risks associated with tank cleaning are widely 

recognised in the major hazard industries and there are 

well established control measures. These are outlined in: 

Safe maintenance, repair and cleaning procedures, 

Dangerous Substances and Explosive Atmospheres 

Regulations 2002. Approved Code of Practice and 

Guidance, L137, HSE. Guidance on permit -to -work 

systems: A guide for the petroleum, chemical and allied 

industries, HS(G)250, HSE, and Code of Safe P ractice Part 

16 - Tank Cleaning Safety Code.Energy Institute, 20085.

The National Safety Council of Australia will hold an 

update on the Work Health and Safety Act 2011 in 

Canberra on 1 March.  

ACT Work Safety commissioner Mark McCabe will give a 

briefing on how the model OHS harmonisation legislation is 

progressing, and how individuals and organisations can 

navigate through the transitional period.  

All states and territories were due to have enacted the 

model legislation by  the start of the year. So far, 

Queensland, NSW, the ACT and the Commonwealth have 

done so.

Generally, the commercial vehicle driver medical standards 

apply to drivers seeking authority (or already authorised) to drive 

heavy vehicles, public passenger vehicles or vehicles carrying 

bulk dangerous goods.

A crowd of people had to run to safety after a gas cani ster 

exploded during a  major blaze at a Perth recycling plant.  

Staff at Wyllie Recycling and neighbouring units were 

evacuated as a result of  the fire, which could be seen for 

miles around.   

The exploding canister sent shrapnel flying more than 40ft, 

with one piece of  debris landing in a field where people 

had been watching the fire.  

Tayside Fire Service said about 100 tonnes of rubbish had 

caught fire, causing a  mile -high plume of black smoke to 

drift across the A9 dual carriageway and for  about five 

mile s across the centre of Perth.  

The fire is also understood to have spread to other 

buildings on the site and is  close to a kerosene tank which 

is causing concern to firefighters.  

Motorists reported being able to see the smoke from the 

blaze up to 20 miles  away.  

The fire caused extensive damage to the unit as paper, 

cardboard and general  waste caught alight.   

An investigation into the source of the blaze has been 

launched, but it is not  believed to be suspicious.

A FIRE that broke  out in a Harvey Norman store in western 

Sydney yesterday afternoon caused millions of dollars 

worth of damage, owner Gerry Harvey said.  

Hundreds of people were evacuated and 120 firefighters 

were battling the blaze in the electronics and computer 

section of the store on Wolseley Street, Jamisontown, 

after it started just before 4pm, Superintendent Ian 

Krimmer of Fire and Rescue NSW said.  

All staff and customers were accounted for, Mr . Harvey 

said.  He said the fire may have started in a truck in the 

warehouse at the rear of the 10,000 -square -metre single -

level store.  

Superintendent Krimmer said firefighters had entered the 

store to try and stop the fire from spreading throughout the 

main retail area.  

Superintendent Krimm er said firefighters used aerial 

trucks and external hoses to tackle the blaze, but some 

explosions at the rear of the store from gas bottles on 

forklifts hampered their efforts last night.  

Other gas cylinders stored in the rear of the building had 

explode d, and a large smoke plume was visible for ''tens of 

kilometres'', he said.  

The firefighters were assisted by 30 crew members and six 

trucks from the NSW Rural Fire Service.  

No injuries had been reported following the blaze, 

Superintendent Krimmer added, t hough ambulance crews 

were still on standby into the night.  

Firefighters used breathing apparatus to search the retail 

area for people and consulted with Harvey Norman staff to 

ensure everyone was accounted for, he said.  

The Roads and Maritime Services sai d the eastbound 

ramps from Mulgoa Road to the M4 Motorway, and one of 

the two northbound lanes on Wolseley Road were closed at 

6.30pm.
